RULES FOR
ENDURANCE GB PLEASURE RIDE 21 KM TEAM CHALLENGE 2011

1. Teams to consist of two or three riders. One team member must be a Full riding EGB member. One team member must NOT be a full riding member of EGB. The Team is expected to START and complete the ride together. The START time for each team is approximately 30 minutes after vetting. Riding time will be calculated from the start time.
3. The Ride will be a 21 Km course (approximately) to be ridden at an average speed of between 8 and 12 Kph. The optimum speed will be 10 Kph. If a rider completes the course at less than 8 Kph or more than 12 Kph, then that rider will be eliminated, but not the whole team.

4. An official Veterinary Surgeon will examine all horses in the team before the start of the ride and again not more than thirty minutes after the finish of the ride. Horses must be presented in a bridle, and otherwise untacked. At each examination horses will be inspected for any lumps, bumps or sores or any indication of lameness. Horses showing signs of lameness may be eliminated.
5. At the end of the ride, the Endurance GB Technical Steward and/or Ride Organizer will work out the speeds of the team members successfully completing the ride and passing all veterinary inspections. The best two results of each team to count. The winning team will be the one that is closest to the optimum speed. Turnout, presentation to the farrier and at vetting may also count towards the result. The final decision will be made by the Technical Steward.
6. The Team may have a theme which will also count towards the final result.
7. All members successfully completing the ride will be awarded a Pleasure ride rosette. The three best teams will receive an additional award.
